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Article 1  Purpose
This regulation is designed to provide award for students to engage in academic research, in order to improve the research culture and standards.
Article 2  Eligibility
Students who are studying in our school or within two years of graduation, whose dissertation is limited to research completed in the name of our school while studying at the school, and who made a significant contribution to the thesis research. Candidates in a master's program or doctoral program must be the first author or corresponding author of the paper, but this is not required for for undergraduate students.
Article 3  Award Type
This award is divided into three categories: the University Student Bachelor’s Thesis Award, the Graduate School Master's Student Thesis Award, and the Graduate School Doctoral Student Dissertation Award.
Article 4  Award Quota
There is one award for every 200 students for the Bachelor’s student dissertation award in each department of the school, rounding up to the nearest 200. There is one award for every 50 students in the master’s student thesis award, rounding up. There is one award for every 25 doctoral students, rounding up.
        If there are more recommended students than the award quota for master's and doctoral programs in each department, at most one more person can be recommended, and the recommended students must be ranked. If a department has more graduate student award referrals than the number of awards, and other departments still have more awards, the committee will consider whether to award the extra referrals. Theses published in Top 5 (5%) journals will be recommended regardless of quota. The number of students is calculated based on the number of students enrolled in the program.
Article 5  Application Form
1. By May 10 of each year, the application form provided by the College shall be filled out and submitted by each department or institute.
2. One copy of the abstract or photocopy of the accepted or published academic thesis (with a summary of the thesis), together with a signed consent letter from the co-authors. Only one person can apply for the same thesis and only once.
Article 6  Judging and Award Form
Each type of thesis will be reviewed by a committee convened by the head of each department and recommended to the College, and will be announced and commended after approval by the College's composition committee.
A certificate in both English and Chinese will be issued to the awarded students, along with the award money according to the current year's budget.
Article 7  This regulation has been adopted by the Council of the College, effective from the date of publication.
